Alex Becerra, was born in Pird, Ventura (California, USA) in 1989, he presents a fresh but
contained way of painting, with an anti-academic line but with a perfect - execute brushstoke and
a gaze on german neoexpressionism, in addition to a clear influence of the pictorial tradition in

subjects as self prostraits, women nudity portraits or still lifes, in a very personal way.

Becerra is formed academically at the Otis College of Art and Design of Los Angeles and
at the Art Center College of Design of Pasadena, his painting claims the cultural identity, inevi-
tably evocated by his roots.
